Ⅰ. INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1.0 Instruction

1.1 KOREA NATIONAL OIL CORPORATION (KNOC) intends to award a contract for KNOC 2015 Buoy Hose System Purchase, and this document provides the requirements and guidelines under which the aforesaid bids must be submitted. Anticipated commencement date is 17:00 March 25, 2015 (KST)

1.2 The Documents included in this bid request package are to be used for bid purposes only.

1.3 BIDDER’s bid shall be based solely upon the information contained in this bid document.

1.4 COMPANY reserves the right to award the Work to any Bidder.

2.0 Definition

The following terms and abbreviations used herein shall have the meaning as set forth below.
a)	“COMPANY” and “KNOC” means Korea National Oil Corporation organized and existing under the laws of Republic of Korea.
b)	“BIDDER” means each company invited to present a bid for COMPANY’s consideration, to execute the scope of work as indicated in this documents.
c)	“CONTRACTOR” means that the successful bidder to whom the contract is ultimately awarded.
d)	“ITB” means this bid documents as an abbreviation of invitation to bidder.

3.0 Content of Bidding Documents

8.2 BIDDER shall submit the memorandum of payment in the commercial proposal. Any bid proposal not accompanied by the memorandum of payment may be rejected by COMPANY as non-responsive.

8.3 Bid bond amount shall be more than five (5) percent of the bid amount. It shall be valid until two (2) months from the closing date of the bid.

8.4 The conditions to be payable are as follows.

9.0 Bid Evaluation

9.1 COMPANY shall evaluate and award the project based on the Sealed Bid Form submitted by the CONTRACTOR. Primary consideration will be given to those bids submitted in strict accordance with the bid documents. CONTRACTOR’s bid shall be in sufficient detail to permit a complete and detailed analysis by COMPANY.

9.2 After evaluation of the technical proposal, the commercial proposal shall be opened and evaluated. The evaluation of the commercial proposal shall be conducted only on the proposal of BIDDERs whose technical proposal was fully qualified through the evaluation of the technical proposal. The evaluation criteria for Technical proposal is attached.

9.3 The Basis of Award shall be the total Bid Price for each Item as submitted on the Bid documents, plus customs duties levied by Korean government. The award will be made to the lowest, qualified and responsible bidder taking into account the sum of total Bid price plus customs duties, most advantageous to KNOC. Also, each item shall conform to the terms and conditions of this Invitation to Bid. 

9.4 COMPANY reserves the right to reject any or all bids, waive any defects in bids received, or call for a re-bid.

9.5 COMPANY may negotiate with the lowest bidder to discount the bid price in case that the bid price exceeds the estimated total price for the term of the Contract according to the COMPANY internal policy.

9.6 Once the bid price is determined, COMPANY will make the Contract only on the basis of the unit prices for each item. The total price submitted by the bidder is relevant only to identifying the lowest bidder and would not be the part of the Contract any way. The unit price as bid will be applied regardless of the actual quantity purchased.

9.7 Notification of award shall be made by COMPANY’s sending of a purchase order to the successful bidder. The sending of the purchase order will cause the Contract to come into effect on the COMPANY’s signing date of the purchase order according to the terms and conditions set forth in the submitted Contracts signed by that bidder.

10.0 Confidentiality
All the information provided by COMPANY in the ITB documents is the sole and exclusive property of COMPANY. Ⅱ. SPECIAL TERMS & CONDITIONS


1. Commodity : Buoy Hose System
- All Commodities should be manufactured in the year that individual purchase order is issued. 
- Details are stated in the Evaluation Criteria.

2. Term of Contract : The Contract shall come into effect on the COMPANY’s signing date of the purchase order.

3. Price : The bid prices(unit prices for each items) are firm and fixed for the duration of the Contract. No additional charges will be allowed for the term of the Contract. COMPANY will not consider a price increase in any case.

4. Delivery 

All commodities should be arrived at Busan port, Korea by Sept. 30, 2015.  

If COMPANY and Supplier agree to set a new due date which is not mentioned above, a new due date written on the purchase order should be applied.

5. Packing

1. Consignee : Korea National Oil Corporation 

2. Definition 

  The following terms and abbreviations used herein shall have the meaning set forth below.

   A) "KNOC" shall mean the Korea National Oil Corporation organized and existing under the laws of the Republic of Korea.

   B) “Bidder” shall mean the person or organization that can perform the works pertaining to bidding procedure and contractual management to bid on behalf of Supplier and Supplier itself collectively. 

   C) "Supplier" shall mean any person or organization that furnishes Commodity under the Contract. Only “Supplier” has the right to sign the Contract Agreement.

   D) "Commodity" shall mean any material, article, goods, equipment, supply including accessories, spare parts and/or services related to the commodity. 

3. Interpretation of this Invitation to Bid

Should any discrepancies or omissions be found in the bid specifications, or doubt as to their meaning, the bidder shall notify the Contract Administrator in writing at once. KNOC will send written instruction or addenda to all bidders. KNOC shall not be held responsible for oral interpretations. Questions must be received at least seven (7) calendar days before date set to receive bids. All addenda issued shall be incorporated into the Contract. KNOC will assume no responsibility for any understanding or representations concerning conditions made by any of its officers, agents or employees prior to the execution of the Contract, unless included in this Invitation to Bid. 

4. Language of Document

All documents such as bid, shipping documents, shipping advice, markings, instruction manuals, performance bonds, letters, telegrams, etc. in connection with the contract under the General Terms & Conditions shall be made in English, unless otherwise authorized by KNOC.

5. Computation of Time

Time, if stated in numbers of day, will include Saturdays, Sundays and holidays.

6. Contract Document

9. Eligible Bidder

   Eligible bidders shall be either suppliers, manufacturer or its qualified local representative(Agent).

10. Inspection 

   Supplier’s inspection is to be final.
   Supplier shall submit the manufacturer's standard certificate of performance testing about all items at the time of delivery of the Commodity.

11. Supplier's/Manufacturer's Written Certificate 

   Supplier must present, together with the bid documents, a supplier's and/or manufacturer's written certificate as per attached fixed format.

12. General Specifications

   All Commodities furnished under the Contract shall be in compliance with the specifications stipulated in this ITB, and shall be new and unused standard products, suitable in all respects for the service intended.

13. Packing

   	Except when otherwise specified in the Contract, all Commodities furnished shall be packed in standard export packing. Such packing must be sufficient to insure safe arrival at the destination, fully covering rough handling and any other shipping hazard.

14. Payment

15. Price 

   The Bidder and Supplier shall guarantee that the price stated does not exceed his regular domestic price as adjusted by the export differential and that such price is not higher than that charged by other buyers similarly situated.
   Violation of this clause will entitle KNOC to rescind the Contract and/or deduct(or claim a refund) the excessive price from any money due.

If the items are subject to a preferential tariff rate, the Bidder shall guarantee that the relevant documents including, but not limited to an invoice stating origin declaration (with customs authorization NO.) shall be submitted. In the event that the Contractor fails to furnish them in favor of KNOC, KNOC has the right to deduct the amount resulted from the difference between the normal and preferential rates from the Contract amount.

16. Liquidated Damage 

   If the Supplier fails to make delivery for shipment of Commodity when due, KNOC shall, at its discretion, impose the following liquidated damage:
   To deduct, for each day of delay in the delivery after the delivery date specified, a liquidated damage should be in the amount of one-and-a-half-tenth of one percent(0.15%) of the total value of the unshipped portion. The maximum liquidated damage shall not exceed more than 10% of Contract Price of purchase order. If Liquidated Damage exceeds more than 10% of Contract Price of purchase order, it will entitle KNOC to terminate the Contract. 
   KNOC shall deduct the liquidated damages from the Contract amount.

17. Shipment and Delivery Notice

   Shipping advice shall be sent to KNOC by fax prior to the on board date of bill(Air Waybill) of lading, containing information as contract number, brief description of Commodity shipped, name of vessel(flight), E. T. D, E. T. A, and etc.

18. Partial shipment is only allowed under the prior approval of KNOC.

19. Shipping Documents 

   Completing the shipment of the Contracted Commodities by ocean shipping or air way, the Supplier should send KNOC each copy of Bill of Lading or Air Waybill, Invoice, and Packing List by fax and originals by Courier, etc.

20. Defaults

   Any breach of contract except when section 17 LIQUIDATED DAMAGE is applied will automatically result in the unconditional forfeiture of the Supplier's performance bond without recourse and it will entitle KNOC to terminate the Contract.

21. Force Majeure

   The Bidder shall not be charged with the liquidated damages prescribed section 17 LIQUIDATED DAMAGE and/or excess costs or any other losses to KNOC prescribed in Section 21 DEFAULTS. His performance bond shall not be forfeited: 

   A) When failure of the Supplier in making suitable delivery is due to causes beyond his control and which could not reasonably have been anticipated, and were without his fault or neglect including, but not restricted to, Acts of God or public enemy, acts of the government, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather.

   B) If the Supplier notifies KNOC in writing of causes of such failure not less than seven(7) days from the beginning thereof or such further period as KNOC may grant prior to date of the final settlement of the contract, KNOC shall decide the facts and extent of failure, and its decision shall be final and conclusive, subject to the parties hereto holding right to appeal as provided in Clause 22. ARBITRATION.

22. Arbitration

   All disputes, controversies or differences which may arise between the parties, out of or in connection with this contract, or for the breach thereof shall be finally settled by arbitration in Seoul, Korea, in accordance with the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the Korean Commercial Arbitration Board and under the Laws of Korea. 
   The decision and the award rendered by the arbitrators shall be final and binding upon both parties concerned

23. Export Tax Clause 

   Any export tax, fee or other charges of whatsoever nature now existing or which may hereafter be imposed shall be for the supplier's account.

24. Expenses 

   All the expenses for accomplishment of the contract incurred outside Korea shall be on the Supplier’s account.

26. Governing Laws

   Unless otherwise specified in this ITB, the Contract shall be executed under the authority of laws, decrees and the Government regulations of the Republic of Korea.

27. Trade Terms
